Please provide the following items to be kept at school:

 Inside shoes with non-marking soles. (These shoes should be suitable for running in 

the gym as well as every day wear.) 
 

Please mark your child’s name on all supplies and clothes, including shoes, 
lunch kits, and backpacks. 

 
Grade 1/2 Supply List 

 
 Headphones with standard size jack-– over-the-head headphones are easiest for 

students to manage on their own. For ear buds, be sure that they fit your child and that your 
child can manage them on their own. 

 Non-marking indoor running shoes. Students require running shoes to be able to 
participate in gym. 

 In case of accidents: a complete change of clothes (socks, undies, pants, shirt) in 
a labelled zip locked bag. Please label each item of clothing. 

 Paint shirt 
 2 boxes of kleenex 
 Large pencil case
