Instructions: 
1. Show the student the first picture (apple) and ask him what it is.  (“What is this?”)
2. Next, ask the student to “Tell me everything you know about an apple”
3. Place tick marks under each appropriate column in the record of screening table (on the following page) based on the students answer.  You may want to transcribe or record what student says so you can go back and fill in the chart with more accuracy.
4. Add up the total number of elements stated (total will be between 0 and 6) *Give one point for each element stated (do not add up total tick marks)*
5. No points are given for the label.
6. Continue the steps above for remaining pictures
7. Calculate the average by adding up the totals and dividing by 5.

Remember:
1. Do not use the EET beads. 
2. No verbal cueing beyond “Tell me everything you know.”
3. Totals are calculated by adding up the number of elements the student includes, not the total amount of things they say (i.e., “A dog has a tail, ears and paws” – 1 point total for Parts)
4. Consider recording on an iPad or phone to allow you to transcribe what student says to provide a baseline to measure progress.

[image: Image result for the loose tooth fountas and pinnell]Locate a copy of The Loose Tooth (Level E) from the F&P Benchmark Assessment System 1 or another Level E fiction book with a simple story line.
Examiner says: “I’m going to read you a story.  Please listen carefully.  When I am done you are going to tell me the same story.  Are you ready?”
1. Read: The Loose Tooth or an E-level fiction book.  Examiner reads the selected story word for word in a moderate pace with normal inflection and shows the pictures.
2. Examiner says: “Thanks for listening.  Now you tell me that story.”
Examiner should wait 10-15 seconds before providing encouragement. Make brief notes as the student retells the story. 
If the child is reluctant, examiner encourages by saying “It’s okay.  Just do your best.”
If the child asks for help, examiner says, “I can’t help but you can just tell the parts you remember.”
Examiner listens and makes only neutral comments such as “uh-huh” and “okay.”  Or, the examiner may use a prompt such as, “Can you tell me anymore that you remember from the story?”
Examiner may not repeat the story or any part of it, but can repeat the directions and provide encouragement as needed.
3. When the child appears to be finished, the examiner says, “Are you finished?”
If the child has not identified the problem or the solution in the story, the examiner may ask:
· “What was the problem in the story?”
· “How was the problem solved?”

4. Once the child is finished, the examiners says, “Thanks for telling me that story.”
If the child does not tell a story even after encouragement the examiner says, “That’s okay.  Thanks for listening to my story.”
5. Score the retell using the scale on the following page.

Story Retell 

Scoring:  

As the student is retelling make jot notes or record the child on an ipad or another device. When they are finished retelling put a tick mark under where their response falls within each category on the retelling scale. For example, if the student named and described the main characters check capable, if the student did not identify the main character or other people in the story, check struggling. Record a score in the summary chart on the next page for each heading in the scale. Score 1 point for every response in the struggling column (red-level), 2 points for every response in the developing column (yellow level) and 3 points for every response in the capable column (capable). The highest possible total score is 24 if the student scores 3 in each category.

Supplementary Screener for Letter Knowledge
Instructions: 
Provide student with a copy of the letter page that follows. Allow the student to use either upper or lower case letters, or both. Allow the student to approach this task in his/her own way. 
The student may: 
· Point to one letter at a time in a sequential fashion and name it
· Point only to letters s/he knows in a random fashion 
· Call the letters by their names, or identify them by one of the sounds the letter makes or a word that starts with that letter
Accept all responses and record how the student approached the task. Record all responses without comment. 
A. Letter naming:  Say, “Can you tell me the names of any of these letters?” 
B. Letter-sound knowledge: Say can you tell me the sounds of any of these letters?” 
C. Letter-sound recognition (optional – may be completed if student is weak with letter naming): Say, “I am going to say the sounds of some of these letters. Will you see if you can find and point to the letters I say?” What letter says “t”?  and so on.  

Scoring:
Score .5 for each correct letter name and .5 for each correct letter sound. 
Complete letter recognition if student has difficulty with naming the letters or knowing the sounds. 
Score .5 for each sound recognized.  For example if student can identify 12 letter sounds and recognize the letter for 10 sounds given, the score would be 11 /26
