Living Sky School Division Scholarship

PURPOSE:  


Our Lady of the Prairies Foundation commissioned Living Sky School Division to establish a yearly scholarship for high schools within its boundaries for a graduating student going on to further post-secondary studies.

VALUE:
$1000.

Selection Committee:
The recipient of the scholarship will be determined first at a school level by a committee composed of a guidance counsellor, an administrator, and a teacher.  Only one student per school can be nominated.  Principals should forward their winning student application form and portfolio to Living Sky School Division No. 202 by mid-May of each year.
CRITERIA:  

A grade 12 student who is working to his/her potential.  The student must submit a portfolio of artifacts that demonstrate good citizenship within their school and /or community.  This may include, but is not limited to volunteer activities, extra-curricular participation, proof of accomplishments.  The scholarship will be awarded to a student who does not usually receive public recognition.  The student must meet the academic requirements of the post-secondary program of their choice but need not be an honour roll student.  Financial need will also be considered.  Students must forward an application form and a portfolio to their respective principals by mid May.  Student portfolios will be returned once a final selection has been determined.

TENABILITY:

The scholarship is intended for first year students attending any recognized post-secondary learning institution.  Student must attend the post-secondary institution of their choice in the fall following graduation.

Claiming Procedure:
Scholarship will be made payable to the student when proof of second semester attendance is received by Living Sky School Division No. 202.

C. E-Portfolio
Your e-portfolio is an opportunity for you to highlight your skills, aptitudes, interests, and activities that have helped to prepare you for your future endeavours in post-secondary pursuits, citizenship, and leadership opportunities.

Please create an e-portfolio using a platform of your choice.  Your portfolio must include 10-12 artifacts that describe (narration, video clips, text) your community involvement, leadership, and/or extra-curricular activities.  Create a story about you, and all that you have learned, and have to offer!  You may also wish to reference the Conference Board of Canada’s Employability Skills in your portfolio.  Skills like effective communication, problem solving, life-long learning, teamwork, and being able to plan and carry out a project are just a few of the life skills you might highlight.

Your e-portfolio should be succinct with clear articulation of why each of the 10-12 artifacts was chosen to represent your leadership, citizenship, participation, learning, and achievements to date.  Viewing of portfolio (inclusive of clips) should be no longer than 10 minutes.

Essential Elements for an Electronic Portfolio

There a few things to keep in mind when creating an online portfolio.

Create your own personal brand
What makes you unique? Whether you have an actual branded company or simply want to establish your personal “brand,” it is essential to include branding elements in your online portfolio. This means using and creating a logo. If you’re creating a personal “brand,” then you can incorporate your initials or name into the logo. 

Tagline
A tagline is an industry term that refers to one sentence that best sums up the product or service. For an online portfolio, a tagline is a short, snappy sentence that best sums up who you are, what you’ve done before, and what you can do. You may wish to begin and/or end with this succinct message.

Tell a story
The way that your online portfolio is organized should tell a story, the story of your journey and evolution as a  person. This doesn’t necessarily mean showing all of your projects in chronological order. The story that you’re telling is about your personal journey and how you tackled difficult challenges and then succeeded. The best stories are ones that are personal, so don’t be afraid to include emotional elements.

Don’t be afraid to write or tell 
Many people believe that simply including artifacts of their work is enough to tell a story. This simply isn’t true. Don’t be afraid to write about or tell why you included specific examples and artifacts. What did you offer to others?  What did you learn?  How were you influenced or how did you influence others? What insights did you gain? How did you evolve as a person over the past few years as a result of your own personal journey?

Focus on recent experiences
Best practice is to only show artifacts from experiences over the last three years. You may also want to include how these experiences link to the Conference Board of Canada’s Employability Skills.  

Avoid the flash
The best online portfolios are clean, simple, and load very quickly. If it takes more than two seconds for your entire online portfolio to load, then you need to pare it down to something more simple, basic, and streamlined.
