TALKING MAP

The first player selects her or his best idea and places it in the center. 
All members of the group think about, focus on, and talk about the idea in the center.
Move on to a new idea when there is nothing left to say about the one in the center. 
The idea in the center is “in play” for as long as possible. When the first idea is “talked out”, the next player takes a new idea from his or her pile, reads it, and moves that one to the center so that it becomes in play. 
If at any time someone forgets about what the focus of the conversation is, look back at the center of the playing board for help.
