Chunk… Put Together

Stop after every paragraph or short section. Think, “How can I say what I learned in my own words?” Write it on a sticky note.. At the end of the text, read back over your jot notes and think, “So what’s this whole text mostly about?”
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                           4. MOSTLY ABOUT
PROMPTS:
Stop there. Jot a note.
What IS the most important in what you just read?
Say it in your own words. 
Don’t write the same thing the author wrote, think and try to say it on your own. 
Look back across your notes. 
What is the whole text about? 
The main idea statement takes into account most of the information you just read!
It seems like slowing down to think is helping you to think about main ideas as you go.
