Check Yourself
When the information you read feels confusing, stop and say, “Huh?” Then go back and reread, considering why it is confusing. Did you misread the fact? Did the fact contradict something you thought you already knew about the topic? As you reread, be prepared to revise your thinking. 
What was confusing?   What made it confusing?  What are you thinking about what you knew before?
