Read, Cover, Remember, Retell

Read as much as you can cover with your hand or a sticky note. Cover the text you just read. Focus on remembering what you read (it’s okay to be quiet!). Say back what your remember (it’s okay to peek back!). 
Know What You’re Reading. Here’s how:
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Step 1:	READ!				
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Step 2:	   COVER!		
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Step 3:	REMEMBER!		
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Step 4:	RETELL!


Prompts:
Read. Now cover. 
Say back what you read. 
You can peek!
Not sure? Uncover the text and reread. When you think you have it, cover it again
Make sure you think as your read, to make sure you “get” it. 
Retell it.
